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Abstract

The category of trade names is large, providing a wide range of terms for
research and analysis. Of these, we have selected the trade names of pies, highlighting
various aspects of classification, typology, onomastics in different contexts. At the same
time, we have considered the phraseology and social and cultural meanings of this type
of bakery.

Key words: trade name, generic name, name, category, meaning

Résumé

La catégorie de noms commerciaux est ample, en offrant a la recherche et a
I’analyse un large spectre de termes. Parmi eux, on s’est arrété aux noms commerciaux
de tartes, en mettant en évidence divers aspects de classification, de typologie,
d’onomasiologie dans différents contextes. Toutefois, on a pris en considération la
phraséologie et les significations sociales et culturelles de ce produit de panification.

0. Trade names distinguish themselves through diversity, being the fruitful result
of some lexical and semantic, grammatical and/or figurative artifices. The procedure of
giving a name is fully motivated, in compliance with the evolution of the economy and
trade. Together with other categories of words, the category of trade names contributes
to the diversification of the Romanian language vocabulary, providing a rich and
diversified research basis. In Romanian, the study of trade names was the subject of
interest of several linguists: Alina Burchesiu', Oliviu Felecan?, Daiana Felecan’.

Among the trade names that circulate in Romanian, those of bakery products
represent a category that has been little studied. Of these, a special place is occupied by
the pie. This research is complementary to that performed on another bakery product,
bread®. For analysis, I have selected a significant corpus of simple units and phrases from
the Romanian online press.

1. In general use, the word pldacinta/ ‘pie’ is defined as “pastry made from dough

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sheets between which there is a filling of cheese, meat, fruit”. In current Romanian, the
word pldcinta inherited from the Lat. placenta, is part of many trade names.

a. Generic name + determiner: placinta cu brdanza/ ‘cheese pie’, placinta de
dovleac/ ‘pumpkin pie’, placinta dobrogeana/ ‘Dobrudjan pie’, placinte mocanesti/
‘mountain pies’, placinta macedoneasca cu praz si urda/ ‘Macedonian pie with leek and
soft cottage cheese’, placinta impletita/ ‘plaited pie’, placinta cu magiun/ ‘plum jam
pie’, placinta cu marmelada/ ‘marmalade pie’, placinte codrenesti/ ‘pie from the region
of Codru’, placinta cu praz/ ‘leek pie’, placinta gogoloi/ ‘ball pie’, placinta cu carne/
‘meat pie’, placinta bandteana de la sat/ ‘villager’s pie from Banat’, placinta cu varza/
‘cabbage pie’, placinta la aburi/ ‘steamed pie’, placinta cu spanac/ ‘spinach pie’,
placinta rasucita cu branza/ ‘twisted cheese pie’, placinta zdrentuita/ ‘ragged pie’,
placinte Turban/ ‘Turban pie’, placinta cu nuca/ ‘walnut pie’, placinta cu sfecla/
‘beetroot pie’, placinta moldoveneasca/ ‘Moldavian pie’, placingele cu stevie/ ‘garden
sorrel pie’, placingele cu visine/ ‘small sour cherry pies’, placinta cu ceapa/ ‘onion pie’,
placinta cu struguri/ ‘grape pie’, pldcinta creata/ ‘crimpy pie’, placinta romdneasca/
‘Romanian pie’, placinta cu crema de vanilie/ ‘vanilla cream pie’. Such trade names are
common in use. For example, ,,Placinta cu brdnza, ca la tara, cu foi facute-n casa din
aluat dospit... ’/‘Cheese pie, as one bakes in the country, with
homemade pastry sheets from leavened dough...” (https://pofta-buna.

Gourmets can choose from sweets
to soups or spicier food. There are also traditional pies, and the Romanian pie is a quite
often cooked dish, especially during the holidays.’

b. The generic name is substituted by other names within the same semantic
sphere: branzoaice/ ‘sweet cheese pie’: branzoaica foietaj/ ‘sweet cheese pie with puff
pastry’; strudele/ ‘strudel’: strudel cu branza/ ‘cheese strudel’, strudel cu mere/ ‘apple
strudel’, strudel cu morcov/ ‘carrot strudel’, strudel de casa/ “homemade strudel’, strudel
cu spanac/ ‘spinach strudel’; the object designated in other words: foietaj cu branza/
‘cheese puff pastry’, pateu cu branza/ ‘small cheese pie with puff pastry’, trigon cu
brdnza/ ‘triangular cheese pie’, merdenele cu branza/ ‘Turkish cheese pie’, poale-n brau/
‘sweet cheese and raisin pie’, pogaci cu jumeri/ ‘bread with cracklings’, pogaci cu varza/
‘cabbage bread’, turte cu branza/ ‘cheese bread’, coptura cu visine/ ‘sour cherry cake’,
pogacele cu brdanza/ ‘small cheese bread’, urdoaice/ ‘soft cottage cheese cake’, rasucita

In use, there are such contexts as: ,,Strudelul cu mere are istorie in spate, e usor
aristocratic si se falea pe vremuri cu migala procesului de fabricatie (adevaratul strudel
cu mere, spun cei mai exigenti, se face tot din foi Intinse cu mana, subtiri de poti vedea
umbrele prin ele). Azi, cu atita globalizare si atata industrializare, strudelul e cumva la
indemana oricui si doar comoditatea impinsa la extrem te poate impiedica incerci macar
o datd.”/ ‘The apple strudel has a history behind it, it is slightly aristocratic, and it
boasted in the old days with the minute manufacturing process (the true apple strudel,
the most demanding people say, is made from layers stretched with the hand, so thin that
you can see the shadows through them). Today, with so much globalization and so much
industrialization, the strudel is somehow at hand for anyone, and just the convenience to
the extreme can prevent you from trying it at least once.

c. The notion of pie is also represented by foreign names: terms borrowed from
Italian: erbazzone; terms borrowed from French: vol au vent; terms borrowed from
Greek: pita me tiri ke kobokythia; terms borrowed from Serbian: burek, iudainita; terms
borrowed from Turkish: baclava, sarailie, merdenele cu brdnza.

These names occur in such contexts as: ,,Vol-au-vent este un preparat originar
din Franta, insa foarte popular in Belgia ce consta din cosulete de foietaj umplute cu
diverse garnituri delicioase cum ar fi: carne de pui, bilute din carne de vitd/porc sau o
umplutura de ciuperci cu usturoi, toate scaldate intr-un sos alb cremos foarte asemanator
cu o ciulama. Numele de vol-au-vent, care in traducere ar da “zbor-in-vant”, se refera la
faptul ca aceste cosulete de foietaj sunt atdt de usoare ca o adiere de vant. Cea mai
populara versiune este cea cu carne de pui insa practic aceste cosulete pot fi umplute cu
tot ce doriti: legume, peste, fructe de mare, combinatiile sunt infinite...”/ ‘Vol-au-vent is
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a kind of puff pastry of French origin, but very popular in Belgium, consisting of small
hollow cases filled with various delicious ingredients such as: chicken, small balls of
beef/pork or a mushroom filling with garlic, all bathed in a creamy white sauce very
similar to a white sauce stew. The name vol-au-vent, which, translated, is “windblown”,
refers to the fact that these puff pastry cases are as light as a breeze. The most popular
version is chicken, but basically these cases can be filled with whatever you want:
vegetables, fish, seafood, combinations are infinite...” (http://www.ce-retete-mai-fac-
fetele.ro/2012/04/vol-au-vent.html); ,,Cine nu si-a potolit macar o datad in viatd foamea
cu o merdenea fierbinte si un pahar de iaurt racoritor?

From some
simple and cheap ingredients, we quickly bake together, in our own kitchen, some
Turkish salted cheese pie’. (http://retete.unica.ro/recipes/merdenele-cu-branza-sarata/).

d. The notion of pie also appears in the form of dialectal names: regionalisms
from the Oltenian area: turte cu branza/ ‘cheese bread’, banita olteneasca/ ‘cheese pie
from Oltenia’; regionalisms from the Moldavian region: poale-n brau/ ‘sweet cheese and
raisin pie’, placinta de Ovidenie cu varza/ ‘cabbage pie on the occasion of the Entry of
the Mother of God into the Temple’, pirosti cu branza/ ‘cheese patties’, placinta cu
varza/ ‘cabbage pie’, alevanca bucovineand/ ‘cheese pie from Bucovina’; regionalisms
from the Transylvanian region: pogaci cu jumeri/ ‘bread with cracklings’, pogaci cu
varza/ ‘cabbage bread’, pogdcele cu varza/ ‘small cabbage bread’, rasucita cu brdanza/
‘twisted cheese pie’, Cocorada/ ‘Transylvanian pie’, Cocorada cu prune/
‘Transylvanian plum pie’, Gombas Pirog/ ‘mushroom pie’, pogace cu negrilica/
‘fennelflower bread’, placinte mocanesti/ ‘mountain pies’, placinte codrenesti/ ‘pies
from the region of Codru’; regionalisms from the Banat area: paturata banateana/
‘cheese pie from Banat’.

These names occur in such contexts as: ,,Placintele poale in brdu sunt niste
placinte traditionale moldovenesti, pline de savoare si gusturi minunate, care te imbie sa
nu te mai opresti din mancat...”/ ‘Sweet cheese and raisin pies are traditional Moldavian
pies, full of flavour and wonderful taste, which make you feel like eating all the time...
(https://www.culinar.ro/retete/dulciuri/aluaturi/placinte-poale-in-brau); ,,Este o placere,
mai ales in zilele friguroase de iarnd, sa simfi cum mirosul imbietor al pogdacelelor cu
Jjumari abia scoase din cuptor se raspandeste prin toata casa.”/ ‘It is a pleasure, especially
in the cold winter days, to feel how the tempting flavour of the bread with cracklings
just taken out of the oven, is spreading throughout the house’. (http://epochtimes-
romania.com/news/pogacele-cu-jumari-fragede-si-delicioase---242626).

e. The trade names of pies also appear in the form of metaphorical names: poale-
n brau (literally ‘lap to the waiste’), rasucita cu branza (literally ‘twisted pie with
cheese’), scovergi (literally ‘cover’, ‘blanket’), banita olteneasca (literally ‘unit of
measurement for cereals in Oltenia’), franjurata cu cascaval (literally ‘ragged pie with
cheese’), pita cu bliva (literally ‘bread with spinach’), portofele cu mac (literally ‘wallets
with poppy’): .,Invata si gitesti o retetd traditionals, de banitd olteneascd, cu branza
dulce sau sarata. Reactiile celor care o vor Incerca vor fi, cu siguranta, pozitive!”/ ‘Learn
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how to cook a traditional recipe, cheese pie from Oltenia, with sweet or salted cheese.
The reactions of those who will try it will certainly be positive!’; ,,Placintele poale in
brdu sunt niste placinte traditionale moldovenesti, pline de savoare i gusturi minunate,
care te imbie sd nu te mai opresti din mancat...”/ ‘Sweet cheese and raisin pies are
traditional Moldavian pies, full of flavour and wonderful taste, which make you feel like
eating all the time...” (https://www.culinar.ro/retete/dulciuri/aluaturi/placinte-poale-in-
brau).

2. The trade names of pies have a different structure: they are simple units and
phrases.

Simple units are designated by common nouns: pldacintda, scovergi, pogaci,
pirosti, turte, pateu, trigon, strudel, merdenea, tarta, pita, varzari, pachetele or by proper
nouns: iudainita, iudainita, vol au vent, Spanakopita, erbazzone, burek.

Phrases have a different structure:

a. generic name + adjective: pldacinte mocanesti, placinta impletita, placinta
dobrogeana, placinte codrenesti, paturata bandateana, alevanca bucovineana, pldacinta
zdrentuita,placinta moldoveneasca, banita olteneasca, placinta creatda, placinta
romdneascd.

b. generic name + preposition + noun in the Accusative: pldacinta cu branza,
strudel cu branza, strudel cu mere, strudel cu morcov, foietaj cu branza, pateu cu brinzad,
trigon cu branza, placinta de dovleac, merdenele cu brdnza, poale-n brau, pogaci cu
Jjumeri, pogaci cu varza, turte cu branzd, placinta cu magiun, placinta cu marmelada,
strudel de casa, coptura cu visine, floricele cu branza, pogdcele cu brdnza, placinta cu
praz, rasucita cu branza, bulcute cu cascaval, placinta cu carne, pachetele cu mere,
placinta cu varza, placinta la aburi, pldcinta cu spanac, portofele cu mac, cocorada cu
prune, pogace cu negrilica, tarta cu brdnza, tarta cu fructe, tarta cu morcov, tartd cu
capsuni, tarta cu ciuperci, tarta cu dovleac, Lintzer cu mere, placinta cu nuca, tarte cu
gutui, franjurata cu cagcaval, placinta cu sfecla, pita cu bliva, placintele cu stevie,
placingele cu visine, strudel cu spanac, pldacinta cu ceapa, pirosti cu branza, placinta cu
struguri, foietaj cu cascaval, foietaj cu magiun, foietaj cu branza, pateu cu visine.

c. generic name + preposition + two coordinated nouns: pachetele cu brdnza si
marar.

d. generic name + adjective + preposition + noun (nouns) in the Accusative:
placinta banateana de la sat, placinta rasucita cu brdnza, placinta macedoneasca cu
praz §i urda, placinta maramureganda cu verdeturi.

3. In the lexicon of the Romanian language there are words, phrases and
expressions with profound meanings. The phraseology created around the word pie is
not rich. Consulting the DEX, we have identified some examples: a-i veni (sau a-i
pregati) (cuiva) o placinta = to plan an unpleasant surprise, trouble for someone; a gasi
placinta gata = to use the work of another, to get everything ready; se vinde ca placinta
calda = it sells quickly, it is much sought after; a numara foile la (sau din) placinta = to
quibble, to split hairs; a astepta (pe cineva) cu placinte calde = to wait for (someone)
with great joy; a sta ca o placinta = to be passive, insensitive, to lie back.

4. From a social perspective, the pie has had many social and cultural meanings
over time, being part of many Romanian proverbs and sayings, used by great Romanian
writers, authors of high impact works. A conclusive example is the phrase ,,La placinte
inainte, la razboi inapoi” (literally “To baked pie go ahead, to war back down”), having
the same meaning today, i.e. everyone runs away from hardships, as more than a century
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ago, when it first occurred in a literary work. The one who used the Romanian
proverb ,,La placinte inainte, la razboi Tnapoi” for the first time in a literary work was
Ion Creangd, in “Povestea lui Harap Alb”/ ‘The Story of the White Black Moor’. The
work, written in 1877, the year of the War of Independence of Romania, is one of the
masterpieces of the great writer born in Humulesti. The saying suggests that, when it
comes to advantages, everyone rushes in, and when they encounter difficulties,
metaphorically presented by the noun war, they run away.

5. In the Christian-Orthodox tradition, the pie encapsulates many customs,
rituals and superstitions. Thus, in Muntenia, on the Shrove Tuesday before the Great
Lent, sweet cheese and raisin pies are baked and offered to mothers-in-law, so that the
relations remain sweet during the Great Fast. Also, one of Saint-Basil’s most beautiful
traditions is to give guests pies containing messages. Those who eat St. Basil’s pie find
a surprise in the message for the whole coming year.

6. Trade names enable an analysis at several language levels. The pie is a
representative word as far as frequency is concerned, with a long history in Romanian,
having generated many expressions over time. In the typology of this trade name, one
can distinguish a generic term and one or more determiners, common or proper names,
Romanian or foreign names, adjectives. The semantic sphere of the word includes a
series of elements, which in turn can have determiners. The typical structures of trade
names that designate the pie are made up of simple units and phrases. In general, their
meaning is denotative, but some names may be metaphorical, given the variety of trade
names and their wide circulation. In setting the name, one can see the easy association
of the generic name with other Romanian or foreign names. The Italian, Spanish, French
influence, etc. is manifest both at the level of proper names and common names.

Pie 1s a word of social and cultural significance, with a well-known symbolism
in the Romanian people’s mindset.
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
