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Abstract: This paper dedicated to Marcus Aurelius’s philosophy emphasises some
of the emperor and Stoic philosopher’s interests in and meditations on his own life,
his relationship with the others and with the universe, the sensitivity of his feelings
that were offered as a gift to posterity, the strength of his humble thoughts that
overflowed his mind, as well as the attitude towards the others as a result of his
social and political experience. Worth mentioning in this context is his lack of
vanity, best exemplified by his memorable routine recorded by historians: while
walking through the Roman crowds that used to acclaim him, he would ask the
soldier that usually accompanied him to whisper into his ear, from time to time, the
following words: “you are nothing but a simple human being!”

Prefata

Marcus Aurelius s-a nascut in Roma la 26 aprilie anul 121 d. Hr.
Numele Iui de familie era Marcus Anninus Verus. A fost educat in
particular.!

La varsta de 15 ani a imbracat “toga virila”. Doi ani mai tarziu a fost
adoptat de imparatul Antonius Pius, iar la implinirea celor 18 ani primeste
titlul de Caesar; un an mai tarziu este consul.

La 24 de ani se casatoreste cu Faustina, fiica lui Antonius Pius, iar un
an mai tarziu a fost asociat la domnie de catre Antonius Pius.

La 39 de ani, odatd cu moartea lui Antonius Pius, este proclamat
impdrat.

Ca imparat si om politic a purtat razboaie cu partii (in anul 162),
primul rdzboi germanic cu marcomanii, cvazii i iazygii (In anul 167),
raboiul din regiunile dunarene (in anii 169-175), al doilea razboi cu
germanii (in anii 178-180).

Ca om de cultura a infiintat la Atena patru catedre de filosofie: pentru
platonism, aristotelism, epicurism si stoicism.

Moare, de ciuma, la 17 martie 180, la Sirmium sau la Vindobona
(Viena de azi), in timp ce purta al doilea razboi germanic. (59-60)

Din punct de vedere filosofic, Marcus Aurelius este un reprezentant al
ultimei perioade a stoicismului, numitd si stoicismul imperial, alaturi de
Seneca si Epictet.

In cadrul filosofiei stoice se accentua principiul preocuparii de sine
pentru instruirea propriei gandiri, pentru a fi pregatit a actiona in interesul si
spiritul dreptatii, pentru binele mulfimii, in conformitate sau acord cu
ordinea cosmica, avand convingerea ca viata, chiar daca pare efemera ca o
clipa, merita traita, cu atdt mai mult cu cat ea nu apare la intdmplare, nu este
un accident, ci reprezintda o secventa a actiunii Providentei si face parte din
ordinea cosmica.

Lecturand atent lucrarea “Ganduri catre sine insusi” este greu de
inteles de ce acest imparat filosof stoic purta totusi rdzboaie si, mai cu
seama, de ce a Tngadduit persecutii impotriva crestinilor intre anii 163-1672.
Aceasta aratd adevarul ca “omul nu este intotdeauna ceea ce pare”, dar ce
bine ar fi sd nici nu para.

In legatura cu forma originald a lucririi “Ganduri citre sine insusi”,
astdzi mai existd un singur manuscris complet, Vaticanus Graecus,
descoperit in 1950, dar care este datat din secolul al XIV-lea.

Editiile mai importante in baza carora s-a realizat tiparirea bilingva de
catre editura Humanitas in 2018 sunt: Marcus Aurelii Antonini, Ad se ipsum
libri XI1, edidit J. Dalfen, Leipzig, 1979; si The Meditations of the Emperor

Aceasta este o
tematicd esentiald si in religia crestind. A se vedea 1n primul articol dogmatic din Crezul
Crestin care o contine in termenul de “atoatetiitorul ”.

De asemenea, Providenta divina este una din temele celei dinti cuvantéri publice a d-lui
lisus, numita “Predica de pe munte” (Matei 5-7). Din punct de vedere crestin purtarea de
grija a lui Dumnezeu fatd de lume se arata in trei lucrari: de conservare, de conlucrare si de

guvernare a lumii.
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“Nu te purta ca si cum ai avea de trait zece mii de ani ... cat timp traiesti,
ct timp inca iti este permis, incearca si devii bun!”. (123)°

“Do not act as if you were meant to live forever ... as long as you are alive,
as long as you are permitted to be alive, try to become good!”.

“Aratd ca intelegi in ce fel ti s-ar potrivi viata de om bun, pe de o parte
impicat cu ceea ce-i este hardzit de Intreg si pe de alti parte multumit de
propria activitate cinstita si de dispozifia interioara buna”. (129)

“Show that you understand in what way the life of a good man would suit
you; on the one hand content with your destiny, on the other satisfied with
your own honest activity and positive inner life”.

“In the morning when you hardly get up, have this thought in your mind.: “I
arise to the proper work of a man”.

(150-215), care a fost contemporan cu Marcus Aurelius, “stoicii au numit aceasta -
conflagratie- curatire prin foc distrugerea lumii prin foc, in legdaturd cu aceasta, stoicii
invata ca cel care a dus o viata deosebita va invia, au ardtat cu aceasta invierea” (in
Stromata V, 9. 4. p 316); crestinii sustin nemurirea.

Textul lui Marcus 1i ironizeaza usor pe crestini. Este de inteles, dacd ne amintim cd Marcus
Aurelius autorizeaza persecutii impotriva crestinilor intre anii 163-167 si ca incepea o
rivalitate intre scolile filosofice si cele crestine care se dezvoltau vertiginos la Roma si in
Alexandria Egiptului.

To sum up,
everything that is related to the body is like a river, and everything that is
related to the soul is dream and vanity; life is a warfare and a journey into
an unknown land, while fame is only oblivion”.

“Men’s life is very short and yours has almost reached the end, so why
don’t you honour yourself instead of honouring others? Do you let yourself
influenced by other people’s opinions? ... wander no more to and fro ...
ignorant are those that are tired by life or have no purpose to guide their
actions ... those that pay no attention to the desires of their own soul are
inevitably miserable and unhappy”.

“Sa actionezi, sa exprimi si sa gandesti fiecare lucru, ca si cum ai putea sa
parasesti chiar in aceasta clipa viata. Caci daca divinitatea exista, n a pleca
dintre oameni nu este nimic primejdios”. (89)

“To act, speak and consider everything as if you were to leave this life every
moment now. Because, as long as there are Gods, there is no danger in
being parted from people .

“In fiecare zi, viata se duce si o parte tot mai micd riméane din ea ... in
cazul in care cineva ar trdi mai mult, nu e deloc sigur daca intelectul sau,
ramanand acelasi, ar mai fi in stare s inteleaga legdtura dintre lucruri si sa
mediteze, tinand din rasputeri sa cunoasca lucrurile divine si omenesti.
Acest om incepe sa o ia razna, totusi nu va inceta sa respire, sa se hraneasca,
sd aiba reprezentari, impulsuri si atatea alte functii de acest fel. Dar mai intai
isi pierde capacitatea de a se folosi de el insusi, de a cunoaste cu exactitate
toate indatoririle, de a analiza aparentele, de a-si da seama daca este deja
timpul sd moard si alte astfel de activitati care reclamd o gandire bine
exersata”. (97)

“Each day, some part of your life is gone and the remainder grows less ...
but no one knows whether your mind, while staying the same, would be able
to understand the connections between things and to meditate, trying hard
to understand the divine and human things if you lived longer. This man
might begin to go crazy, while still breathing, eating, having
representations, impulses and other functions of the same kind. But first, he
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loses the ability to use his own mind, to perfectly understand his duties, to
analyse the appearances, to realise whether the time to die has come and
other activities of the kind that require a well-trained mind”.

“Nu-ti irosi partea rdmasd din viatd facandu-ti idei asupra situatiei sau
faptelor celorlalti, de vreme ce nu faci aceasta in vederea interesului
comun”. (101)

“Do not waste the remaining part of your life thinking about other people’s
actions or situation, if there is no common interest in that”.

“Aminteste-ti ca fiecare traieste numai momentul prezent, care este o clipa:
restul fie au fost traite, fie existd In necunoscut. Prin urmare, este timpul pe
care fiecare 1l traieste; mic este coltisorul de pamant unde isi duce viata;
scurtd este, de asemenea, chiar cea mai durabild faimd postuma, si ea
depinde de succesiunea acestor mici oameni care intr-o clipitd vor fi deja
morti, fard sa se cunoasca nici macar pe ei insisi, cu atat mai putin pe cel
mort cu mult inaintea lor”. (109)

“Remember that everyone lives only the present moment, which is merely an
instance of your life: the remaining moments have either been lived or are
still unknown. This is, so, the time that everyone is entitled to live; small is
the place where man lives his life; similarly, short is the most everlasting
posthumous fame, and it depends on the succession of the people that will
soon be dead, not even knowing one another, so even less the one that died
long before them”.

“Gandeste-te tot timpul la cate transformari ai asistat tu Tnsufi. Lumea este
alterare, viata este o parere. Toate aceste lucruri pe care le vezi se vor
transforma, in timp, si nu vor mai fi”. (119)

“Constantly think about how many changes you have witnessed. The world
is constantly changing, and life is just an illusion. All the things that you can
see right now will be transformed in time and will no longer exist”.

“Viata este scurtd; trebuie sa profiti de prezent, cu multa chibzuinta si cu
spirit de dreptate. Fii sobru chiar atunci cand te relaxezi”. (129)

“Life is short, so you have to take advantage of the present moment,
prudently and justly. Be serious even when you are relaxed”.

“Petrece-ti viata ca un om care a incredinfat, cu tot sufletul, zeilor toate
bunurile sale si care nu se face nici tiranul, nici sclavul altui om”. (131)
“Live your life as if you have willingly trusted all your possessions in the
hands of Gods and you have been neither the oppressor nor the subject of
another man”.

“Arta de a trai este mai asemanatoare cu arta luptelor decat cu cea a
dansului, prin faptul ca trebuie sa stai bine pe picioare, fard sd cazi si
pregatit pentru tot ce ti se iveste 1n cale, chiar neprevazut”. (225)

“The art of living is more similar to the art of fighting than the art of
dancing, as you have to stand firm, without falling down, being ready to
face everying that might come into your way, even the unpredictable”.
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“Aceasta inseamna desavarsirea caracterului: sa traiesti orice zi ca si cum ar
fi ultima, fara sa fii agitat, fara sa fii amortit si fara sa fii ipocrit”. (229)
“How to reach a perfect character: live each day as if it were the last one of
your life, without being fussy, numb or duplicitous”.

“Frunzele pe care vantul le imprastie pe padmant ... tot astfel si neamul
oamenilor. Biete frunze sunt fiii tai, biete frunze sunt si acesti oameni care
te aclama cu un aer convingator si te lauda, sau care, dimpotriva, te vorbesc
de rau, te ranesc In secret si isi bat joc de tine. Tot biete frunze sunt si cei
care 1t1 vor duce faima peste generatii”. (313)

“Just like the leaves scattered on the ground by wind ... so is the race of
men. Leaves are your sons, leaves are these men that so convincingly
acclaim and praise you, or, on the other hand, secretly blame, hurt or sneer
at you. Leaves are also those that are to preserve your fame over
generations”.
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
