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Abstract

Teminology is important not only for the vocabulary of the Romanian
language, but also for communication itself. A large number of people seek and
practice sports. Words recently borrowed from English are numerous in sports
terminology. Some have an equivalent in Romanian, others define branches of sports
unknown in Romanian yet. Therefore, their study is necessary in order to use them
correctly in communication.
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Résumé

La terminologie sportive présente de 1’intérét tant pour le lexique de la langue
roumaine, que pour la communication proprement-dite. Le sport est un domaine
recherché et pratiqué par un grand nombre de personnes. Les mots récemment
empruntés de I’anglais sont nombreux dans la terminologie sportive. Certains ont un
¢quivalent en roumain, d’autres définissent des branches du sport encore inconnues
dans la langue roumaine. Par conséquent, leur étude est nécessaire afin de les utiliser
correctement dans la communication.

0. It is well-known that the vocabulary of the Romanian language tends to
enlarge due to borrowings from English. These are words from the common
vocabulary, as well as from the specialized one. As borrowings, we can mention:
Anglicisms, barbarisms, xenisms, neologisms, which are present in the domains of
economics, fashion, ethnicity, administration, gastronomy, music, sports, etc.

Iorgu lordan said that: “sports terminology is, in its great majority, of English
origin. Most sports have come from England, and therefore those terms had to come from
there t00.”'Sports terminology has a history in the Romanian language and it has been
studied so far by many linguists: Al. Graur®, Aurel Trofin,’ Ilinca Constantinescu®, Florica
Dimitrescu’, Georgeta Ciobanu®, Mioara Avram’, Adriana Stoichitoiu — Ichim %, etc.

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1. Some of these terms from the sports domain, such as: badminton, bowling ,
derby/derbi, rugbi/rugby, jogging, skateboard, baseball, iahting/vachting, windsurfing,
carting, rafting, bungee-jumping, fitness, jumping, body-building, box, bridge, kick-
box, paintball, snowboard, etc, are also mentioned in specialized dictionaries.

Some other terms can be found in usage, but they are not inventoried in
dictionaries yet. These are such terms as: flyboarding, kitesurfing, spinning, stretching,
kangoo jumps, “fashionable” sports at present. These terms denote extreme sports,
exercises practiced in the gyms, etc.

a. Terms denoting extreme sports:

Flyboarding n. / flaibo:d/- extreme sport performed in water. The inventor of
this miracle sport is a Frenchman passionate about jet-skis. The device used in this
sport is the flyboard:

,,Este ceva nou pentru turisti, iar tocmai de aceea pe multi pretul nu 1i sperie, ci
sunt nerabdatori sa incerce sa se scufunde cu flyboard-ul si sa se inalte deasupra apei,
la o Tnaltime de cativa metri”./ “It is something new for the tourists, and that is why the
fee doesn’t scare them, they are eager to try and dive with the flyboard and fly up a few
meters in the air over the water”.

~Flyboard-ul, o placa cu clapari, pusa in miscare de un jet puternic de apa care
vine printr-un furtun si este pompat de motorul unui skijet stationat pe apa, este noul
sport aparut in Mamaia si cel mai in voga al acestui sezon.”/ “The flyboard, a board
with a pair of boots with jet nozzles, is propelled by a strong jet of water coming
through a hose and pumped from the engine of a jet-ski stationed on the water, it is the
new sport in Mamaia and the most fashionable of the season.”

Prezentatoarea tv s-a
urcat pe flyboard, ultima fita Tn materie de sporturi acvatice, si s-a descurcat de minune
cu noua jucarie, fiind protagonista unui adevarat spectacol.”/ “Iulia Mladin has recently
made sensation on lake Snagov. The TV presenter got on the flyboard, the latest airs
and graces in terms of water sports, and she quite managed the new toy, making a real
show”.

Kitesurfing n. / kaitsa: fing/ - extreme sport.

., Kitesurfing-ul, cunoscut si sub numele de kiteboarding, este un sport nautic
extrem ce presupune utilizarea unui zmeu pentru ,,a zbura” pe apa. Zmeul trebuie sa fie
destul de puternic pentru a trage un surfboard /wakeboard (aseméanatoare cu o placa de
snowboard)”./ “Kitesurfing, also known as kiteboarding, 1s an extreme water sport
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involving the use of a kite “to fly” atop water. The kite must be strong enough to pull a
surfboard/ wakeboard (similar to a snowboard)”. (Dailyusiness.ro, 5 sporturi nautice
pentru iubitori de adrenalind.

HKitesurfing —ul este un sport care Tmbina surf-ul si parapanta. Practic, esti
tractat de un zmeu pe care il controlezi cu ajutorul unei bare, schimband astfel viteze si
directia”./ “Kitesurfing is a sport that combines surfing and paragliding. Basically, you
are towed by a kite that you control with a bar, thus changing speed and direction”.

,,Gustd adrenalina din plin vara aceasta alaturi de specialistii in kitesurfing, in
luna iulie, in Turcia. Ei te vor invata cum sa te {i1 pe picioare pe apa si sa controlezi
deplasarea ta, dupa cum bate vantul”./ “Taste adrenaline this summer with kitesurfing
experts, in Turkey, in July. They will teach you how to keep on standing across water
and to control your movement as the wind is blowing”. (Business 24, Unde faci

,Kitesurfingul este un sport extrem care combina mai multe stiluri; cel care 1l
practica se foloseste de o placa trasd de o parapantd pentru a ,.calari” valurile”./
“Kitesurfing 1s an extreme sport that combines several styles; the one who performs it
uses a board towed by a paraglider to “ride” the waves”. (Desteptarea, Sport extrem pe
Siret, 14/10/2013)

,Mai mulfi amatori de kite surfing se bucurd de conditiile meteorologice
prielnice pentru practicarea acestui sport. Ei se antreneazd in Mamaia, In zona de nord
a statiunii, spre Navodari”./ “Several kitesurfing fans enjoy favourable weather
conditions for this sport. They train in Mamaia, in the north area, towards Navodari”.

Zeci de sportivi se
antreneaza in zona Mamaia Nord, 07.10.2012)

,Recent intrat in categoria sporturilor extreme practicate pe litoralul roméanesc,
kite surfingul are din ce in ce mai multi practicanti.”/ “Recently entered into the
category of extreme sports performed on the Romanian coast, kitesurfing is attracting
more and more performers”. (Romania Libera, Kite surfing la Marea Neagra: calare
pe vant si valuri, 09.10.2009)

,Kite — surfingul este un sport pentru care ai nevoie de multd fortd si
cunoasterea in amanunt a echipamentelor folosite”./ “Kitesurfing is a sport for which
you need a lot of strength and detailed knowledge of the equipment used”. (Litoral Tv,
Turista lovita de un skite- surfer, 16.07.2012)

Parasailing n./ paeraseilin/ - extreme sport.

wParasailing-ul este un sport in care te lasi purtat in aer, fiind tras de un
vehicul. Ce presupune, mai exact? Sa te echipezi cu un parasail (parasuta speciala) si sa
te lasi tras de o ambarcatiune pe api, de exemplu. In momentul in care barca pleaca de
pe loc, persoana trasa este ridicata in aer prin intermediul parasutei”./ “Parasailing is a
sport where you let yourself carried in the air, pulled by a vehicle. What does it involve
exactly? To equip yourself with a parasail (special parachute) and let yourself pulled
by a watercraft, for example. When the boat moves away, the person is pulled into the
air with the parachute”.

b. Terms denoting exercises performed in aerobics and fitness clubs, such as:

Kangoo Jumps n. - “Kangoo Jumps” comes from what is expressed in English
by the two words: the jumps of the kangaroos. The Kangoo Jumps name refers to the
two boots that you have to put on. They look like roller skates, but instead of rollers
they have elliptical springs and some have some stretch bands. It’s like having two
springs on which you jump or two mini trampolines. It is a method by which you can
burn fat, stay in shape, have fun and, at the same time, protect your joints. (Griff Gym)

Spinning n. / ‘spinin /- Spinning is an aerobics programme performed on
stationary bikes called spinners, provided with special settings.

wpinningul se practicd pe biciclete stationare numite spinners, care sunt
prevazute cu setari speciale pe care le poti regla astfel incat sa stimulezi sprinturi sau
mersul pe bicicleta pe diferite tipuri de teren.”/ “Spinning is done on stationary bikes
called spinners, which are equipped with special settings that you can adjust so as to
stimulate sprinting or cycling on different types of ground”. (Sursa Zilei, Ora de sport:
Spinningul, un cardio la nivel intens, 10.11.2014)

,Acum aproximativ trei ani In Romania a aparut un nou sport sau, mai bine zis
o noud forma a fitnessului asa-numitul spinning. Pentru cei care nu sunt familiarizati cu
termenul este nevoie de o explicatie. Astfel, spinningul este o activitate aerobica ce se
poate practica In grup sau singur, cu ajutorul unei biciclete statice.”/ “About three years
ago, a new sport appeared in Romania, or better, a new form of fitness, the so-called
spinning. Thus, spinning is an aerobic activity that can be practiced in a group or
individually, with a static bike”.

Stretching n. / stretfin /- Stretching means “lengthening”. Through various
stretching techniques, you manage to progressively stretch the muscles, allowing
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movements that were painful or were previously impossible to make. Stretching
improves flexibility, stretches the muscles, and for those who practice a sport it is
impetuously necessary, so as to improve performance and avoid injury. It is practiced
by athletes before training in order to prepare the muscles for the effort. (Profitness, Ce
trebuie sd sti1 despre Streching)

,,Este important ca stretching-ul sa se desfasoare in mod corespunzator, pentru
a evita Incordarea muschilor. Stretching-ul ar trebui sa se facd lent si uniform si ar
trebui sa se intinda asupra tuturor grupelor musculare™./ “It is important that stretching
be practised properly to avoid muscle strain. Stretching should be done slowly and
evenly and should extend to all muscle groups”.

,tretchingul pune mare accent pe respiratie, asa Incat nu uitati sa inspirati
adanc pe nas si sa expirati profund pe gurd in timp ce efectuati exercitiile”./ “Stretching
lays great emphasis on breathing, so don’t forget to breathe in deeply through your
nose and exhale through your mouth while performing the exercises”. (Jurnalul.ro,
Stretching pentru coapse, 11.08.2009)

Switching n. / switfin /

,OWitching este un circuit pe care trebuie sa-1 parcurgi, format din mai multe
aparate (te muti de la unul la altul sub supravegherea unui instructor). Un antrenament
dureaza 30 de minute; ifi vei imbunatati echilibrul si stabilitatea, vei avea o postura mai
elegantd si iti vei Intari muschii abdominali si lombari.”/ “Switching is a circuit that
you have to go through, consisting of several devices (you move from one device to
another under the supervision of an instructor). A workout takes 30 minutes; you’ll
improve your balance and stability, you’ll get a more elegant posture and you’ll
strengthen your abs and lower back™. (Revista Glamour, Sporturi cu denumiri bizare.

Fitball n. / fitbo:1 /- fitball represents one type of exercise where a special
fitness ball has the main role.

,Fitball dupa cum 1ii spune si numele, e un antrenament ale carui exercitii se
bazeaza pe mingea de fitness”./ “Fitball as the name implies, is a type of training in
which exercises are based on the fitness ball”. (Revista Glamour, Sporturi cu denumiri
bizare. Le incerci?, 06.02.2013)

,Kinga Sebestyen este de 18 ani instructor de aerobic, step, fithall, pilates si
lector la Federatia Romana “Sportul pentru Toti”./ “Kinga Sebestyen has been an
aerobics instructor for 18 years, also teaching step, fitball, Pilates, and also a lecturer at
the Romanian Federation “Sports for All”. (Ziarul Obiectiv, Kinga Sebestyen, meniul
zilnic pentru a nu avea pic de grasime, 09.10.2013)

,Recomandarea mea este fithall-ul, un tip de exercitiu fizic in care rolul
principal il are mingea. De ce fitball? Pentru ca exercitiile de acest tip sunt foarte
eficiente, solicitante dar si amuzante.”/ “My recommendation is fithall, a type of
exercise where the ball has the main role. Why fitball? Because exercises like this are
very effective, demanding, but also fun”. (Revistatango.ro, Exercitii de tip fitball

2. Words that have been recently borrowed from English preserve the original
spelling and pronunciation; there are many nouns and they have no equivalent in
Romanian, we therefore can consider them as necessary words. Most of them are
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words circulating in the media. They are neuter nouns’, as most of the sports names in
Romanian. Their inflexion shows that they have a definite article in post-position, in
which case they are hyphenated or not. According to the current norms, the correct
article is added as follows: flyboardul, kitesurfingul, parasailingul, spinningul,
stretchingul, switchingul; not: flyboard-ul, kitesurfing-ul, parasailing-ul, spinning-ul,
stretching-ul, switching-ul as they occur in the press. The right spelling is: flyboarding,
kitesurfing, parasailing, kangoo jumps, spinning, stretching, switching, fitball. Some
sports terms are better known, being more accessible in the usage: badminton, bowling,
derby/derbi, rugby/rugby, jogging, skateboard, baseball, iahting/yachting, windsurfing,
carting, rafting, jumping, box, bridge, snowboard, etc. The names of extreme sports
are less known to non-specialists: flyboarding, kitesurfing, parasailing, etc. As for
names of exercises performed in the gyms, there are accessible terms, such as fitness;
but most of them are not accessible to non-specialists, as they are not listed yet in
specialized dictionaries: kangoo jumps, stretching, switching, fitball, spinning, etc.

The only term we can find in the dictionary is parasailing, considered “a sport
consisting of pulling a parachutist with a motorboat”.'® The dictionary definition of
stretching is: “spreading, lengthening, pulling”!', but it is not mentioned as a sport.
Switching and spinning are listed in the dictionary, but not with the meaning of sport.
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
