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Abstract: Romanian derivatives on a toponymic base represent a segment of
internal lexical creations providing national specificity. These words encapsulate and
express a sense of national identity. The transition from proper names to common names
of the inhabitants (of villages, towns) takes place by derivation with the suffix -ean/-an, a
productive suffix in Romanian. Some common names are homonyms of adjectives, others
differ at the suffixation level. The lexical-semantic re-evaluation of nouns denoting names
of inhabitants and equivalent adjectives is necessary in Romanian, mainly because these
words do not occur in normative works for general use. In the Romanian language, to be
aware of the existing lexical constructions derived from toponyms is a necessity, the more
S0 as the mention concerning this type of words does not occur in the normative works that
are commonly designed for general use.
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0. Studierea toponimiei este importantd nu numai pentru onomastica, ci si pentru
legdtura acesteia cu lexicologia unei limbi. Toponimele pot fi cercetate si ca baze de
derivare lexicald, numele create si adjectivele rezultate fiind Inrudite cu baza. Derivarea
priveste toponimele compatibile cu sufixe care indica originea, apartenenta la un loc: -
ean/-an, -eandl-anda, -eni/-ani, -ene/-ane (pentru adjective), -ean/-an, -eancal-anca, -eni, -
ence (pentru substantive).
