EXPRESSIONS FOR THAN
AFTER A COMPARATIVE
IN SIXTEENTH CENTURY SPANISH PROSE

There is no adequate discussion of the problem of the expres-
ston ot *‘ than ™ after a comparative in Spanish. Spanish gramma-
rians have, for the most part, limited their remarks to an indication
of certain specific cases in which de replaces gque and even here
their observations have been incomplete, if not incorrect. The few
who have approached the question of the principles which underly
the usage have given but a vague notion of their application. The
present study, based on materials gathered from sixteenth century
prose, 1s an attempt to establish the basic principles of the problem
and to outline the usage during the period in question.

Since the construction of  comparative propositions in the
Romance languages is a direct derivative of the Latin construction,
we must cast a brief glance at the source. In Latin, ¢ than ” was
expressed in two ways : (1) by quam, (2) by the ablative, which
was undoubtedly an ablative of separation, indicating the * point
from which ”. It is important to note that, during the Classic
period, the ablative is used chiefly in sentences involving a negative,
expressed or implied, or with certain stereotyped phrases, like
opinione celerius *.

In the Late and Vulgar Latin periods, quam was generally
replaced by quid, and the simple ablative by the analytic phrase,
at first with ab and later, because of the confusion between ab
and ad, with de. The earliest examples with de are all in
phrases involving a comparison of numerical quantity : plus de

XXX pedibus*. Theories of a Greek origin for the construction
with de (genitive of comparison), or of a Semitic origin (** tall
from him " for < taller than he *), whether through transla-
tions from the Old Testament or Punic influence on African
Latinity, certainly cannot be valid for Vulgar Latin. Even if the
popular mode of expression with de is not a direct descendant of
Classic usage, it can better be explained as the spontaneous adop-
tion of an identical device to meet an identical need =.
Let us now sum up briefly the interpretations offered by gram-

marians of the usage in the vernacular tongues. Diez (11, 396-98)

says :

¢« Der von einem Comparativ abhingige Satz wird durch que, wie lat.
durch quam, verbunden, er habe sein eigenes Verbum oder nicht..
Abweichend wird im Span. und Pg. der abhiingige Satz, wenn er ein
besonderes Verbum hat, mit de lo que, do que (ohne Negation)_ verbun-
den... Ist das Verbum gemeinschaftlich, so geniigt qwe... Der Gegen-
stand, mit dem das Subject verglichen wird, lidsst sich, wenn das Verbum
gemeinschaftlich ist, auch mit der Prip. de bezeichnen. Indessen ist
die Fihigkeit nicht allen Mundarten verblieben mit Ausnahme des einen
Falls, wenn nicht zwei Gegenstinde verglichen, sondern wenn nur
dem einem Gegenstande belcrelecrten Zahlbegnﬂ‘e etwas zugesetzt oder

abgezogen werden soll ”.

He mentions the use of dz in Old Spanish before words other
than numerals. Meyer-Litbke (III, 282-83) repeats in substance
the remarks of Diez and adds that the use of de in Spanish and
Portuguese is limited in modern times ‘“ mehr und mehr auf die
gehobene, poetische, etwas archaisierende Sprache ”. A. Wallen-
sl\old (La consiruction du complément des comparatives dcms les langues
romanes, Mémoires de la Société néo-philologique dHelsmrr ors, V
(1909), 375-47%), follows Diez and Meyer—Lubke

For Spanish, Bello (1007, 1016-17) gives gue as the regular
connective but mentions uses of de. His comment on the example
Fue mds sangrienta la batalla de lo que. . . pudo imaginarse is :

““ Que lo que... no hubiera sido impropio o extrano; pero se pre-

fiere la preposicidn como mas agradable al oido. Pudiera también decirse
elipticamente : ¢ fue mas sangrienta que...”. Pero después de mayor o
smenor .. .seria dura la elipsis, que en muchos casos pudiera también
hacer oscura o anfibolbgica la frase. Después de mads, si viene luego un
nameral cardinal, colectivo, partitivo o mailtiplo, se debe usar de en las
oraciones afirmativas ; pero en las negativas podemos emplear que o de. . .
Creo con todo que aun en oraciones negativas suena mejor la preposi-
cion que el conjuntivo ”

Wiggers (pp. 49, 172) is more explicit : que is used in expres-
sions-without a verb, except before numerals and “ auch in ande-
ren Sitzen, in welchen nicht eine Vergleichung zwischen zwei .
Substantivbegriffen stattfindet, kann nach mds oder wmenos far quie
auch de gebraucht sein ”, Before a sentence containing a verb, del
que, de Ia que is used when a noun is compared, de io gue is used
when an adjective is compared. Hanssen (700) treats of the use of
de : °* Esto sucede actualmente cuando sigue un numeral, un neu-
tro colectivo, un sustantivo que encierra la idea de ndmero o una
preposicion (1). .. Mas general fué el uso del de comparativo en el
lenguaje antiguo y todavia en los clisicos . Cuervo (Dicc., I,
776b, 777a) refers to the uses of de :

““ Se usa despuds de s y menos para senalar el nimero que se excede
cn escala ascendente o descendente. .. Se usa también con el sentido de
esceso en las combinaciones mds, menos de lo que. No seria mal dicho
mdas que lo que, pero la eufonia hace preferible lo otro... Nuestros anti-
guos usaban de en otras frases comparativas para las cuales hoy preferi-
riamos que ”

Some of the more recent studies have attempted to explain the
essential difference between gue and de, so Cejador *

““ Con la conjuncidn relativa se comparan por un igual los dos tér-
minos, como si se presentasen paralelos; con la de, que indica extrac-
cion, ablativo, los términos toman otra posicidn, el que lleva de parece
contener mayor cantidad, de Ia cual se saca lo que basta para contrapesar
al otro. FEs una representacién espacial, en la que ya no hay paralelismo
de las dos ideas, sino contraposicidon del mas al, menos, por eso suele
cmplearse de con los numerales ”

Lenz (La oracién y sus paries, 196) without touching the problem
of que and de, offers an explanation of the use of lo que which is
of interest :

<« A veces el segundo elemento no se expresa claramente por un
substantivo sino que la idea correspondiente se'indica vagamente por
una proposicién, sobre todo cuando este segundo valor no es real sino
imaginario, meramente pensado [He is misled by his example.]... Se
dice mds sangrienta que lo que, o mas corriente : de lo que por el nimero de
los combalientes pudo imaginarse. Es decir, en castellano se evita que cl
segundo elemento sea directamente expresado por una proposicién ; se
le da una férmula substantiva, una proposicién relativa substantivada
con. el neutro lo. (197) Ya hemos visto que Jo con adjetivo indica a
menudo que la cualidad se toma en alto grado ; lo mismo sucede con Jo
que, que, de consiguiente, equivale a cudnlo o cudu ™ *.

It is clear that none of the passages quoted tells the whole story.
But they do suggest most of the essential elements. From them
and from the examples which will presently be offered, it is pos-
sible to state the general principles which govern the usage of gue
and de in Spanish prose of the sixteenth century.

‘There are three types of comparison : |

1) One concept (person, object, attribute, circumstance, action,
or state) is compared (mds, menos ; mejor, peor, adj. or adv.) with a
different concept of the same category. The connective is gue.

2) One quantity (amount or degree) is compared (mds, menos ;
mejor, peor, adj.) with another fised quantity of the same concept
(person, objects, attributes). This ¢ fixation of quantity ' esta-
blishes a ¢ point from which ” the comparison is derived. The
connective is de. o L

3) The comparison is negated and the proposition denies the
existence of any alternative beyond (mds, menos only) that indica-
ted in the second element of the comparison; that is to say, by

excluding from the field of comparison all other possibilities, it
limits and defines the ‘‘ point from which ” the comparison is
derived. The connective in sixteenth century prose is de.

With this preface, we may now proceed to the examination ot
the material to illustrate the usage *.

In gencral, *“ than " is expressed by gre when one concept is,
compared with a different concept. The comparative word may be
an adjective, an adverb; it may be the adjective mds or the adverb
or neuter pronoun mds. When the concepts compared are express-
cd by substantives, adverbs, or subordinate clauses, there is usually
an elipsis of the main verb: rarely the verb is repeated in the
second element. When the concepts compared are wxpressed by
principal clauses, the contrast is between the action or state indi-
cated by the two verbs *. It is noteworthy that there is but one
example (IV, A, 3 : Rt 76, 16) of a principal clause after a nega-
tive verb in the first clause.

When subordinate clauses are compared there is a single example
(IV, B : Ag1, 133, 20) of gue for que que. According to Mever-
Liibke (111, 685) and Hanssen (652 ; cf. also MPCid, Pt. 11, 182,6)
this is the regular usage in Spanish. Meyer-Liibke considers it
a case of haplology, but Tobler (V. B.:, 1I, 223-24) argues that

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it is an instance of the omission of ““than ”. Bello, on the other
hand (1140), considers that que #no que is the regular method of
avoiding the repetition of gue. For the sixteenth century, que no
que is apparently the normal construction. The only. example of
simple gue is from Mateo Alemdn, at the close of the century.
Of the use of de que after negative clauses, which none of the
grammarians have mentioned, we shall have occasion to speak
later. Still another alternative to avoid the repetition of que is
offered by Rt 51, 27 : § Mds quiere vuessa merced, sefior Polo, sino
que levando el rapaz la falda al Capzscol St amo. . . -tocarme con la
contera ? '

The use of a negative after an affirmative clause contammg a
comparative has been extenswely discussed ; bibliography in Wei-
sert (p. 153) and Hanssen (645). The latter comments : °‘ anti-
guamente. . . cuande precedia un comparativo era casi obligatorio
¢l uso de la negacién ”. But neither he nor the other authorities
have made adequ'ue dlstmctton between the use of ' the so-called
““ half-negatives ” (nada, nadie, ni, ninguno, nunca) and that of
pleonastic #o. The former still survives as the regular usage ; the
latter has wellnigh disappeared As far as our examples reveal,
pleonastic 1o was less common in the sixteenth century than nor-
mal comparison, except. before gue-clauses. That the construction
was dying out seems to be clear from the fact that but one example
has been noted in Luis de I.edn and none in Mateo Alemin.

2) ONE QUANTITY IS COMPARED WITH ANOTHER FIXED QUANTITY
OF THE SAME CONCEPT. THE conngcTive 1s DE.

‘The quantity is fixed by :

— A numeral.

Gm 44, 3 : passaron mds de ciento y veynte afios; Lt 21, 137 la qyual en
menos de dos bocados era despachada. : :

Examples are so numerous that it is unnecessary to list them.
It should be observed that the comparative word is always mds
(menos), adverb or pronoun, and not other comparative forms.
The sixteenth century seems in general not to have known the
distinction which Cuervo (Nofas, 138, Dicc., I, 777 a) establishes
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between no mds que and no mds de before numerals, the former
meaning ‘“ s6lo ” and the latter ¢ hasta ’, a distinction exactly
comparable to that between English ““ only ” and ‘¢ not more
than ”. No mds de is the almost universal form, even before uno,
and regularly means ““only ™:

Cc 60 15 : no mas de una enfrada; Rt 122,'9 : no ha mas de dos horas
que ando por este entresuelo ; Ag 1, 70, 18, : no tenia mas de un muslo.

But 7o mds que is not unknown : Vd 361, 8 : no fue imprimido
mds que una veg.

Similar to numerals are the expressions of time #tedio dia, media
noche :

Cc 63, 7 : Y poco mas de mediodia. . . eslabamos en nuesiro real ; 124, 8 :
el dia de pascua de Espiritu Santo, poco mas de media noche, yo di en el
dicho aposento ; Tl 45, 29 : asta mas de medio dia me acaesgia no poder
desayunarme.

Erich Miller (op. cit., p. 98) has cited examples of the similar
use of plus de midi (minuit) in French and explains the construction
as due to the thought of ¢“ twelve hours ” inherent in * noon ”
and “° midnight ”.

II. — A neuter collective of quantity.

A. — Lo qQuE.

1. After mds (menos) :

Up 10, 13 : por tu personw mereges tanto y mas de lo que desseas ; Cc 86,
32 : no creais mas de lo que por vuesiros ojos veredes; Lu 1, 115, 3 : el ser
vicioso es deshazerse y venir @ menos de lo que es; Ln I, 181, 11 : mas tamn-
bién sabemos. . . cudn menos fué lo que did de lo que s¢ esperava,

and numerous other examples after both affirmative and negative
propositions.

2. After a comparative adjective :

Vd 389, 13 : 1o es mas vergongoso #ni mas vergongado de lo que la opi-
nion del vulgo lo haze ; Vd 405, 27 : Demanda es mas dificultosa de lo que
pensais; T1 36, 29 : En muchas cosas sere corta mas de lo que quisiera, en
oiras mas larga que era menesler ; Tl 111, 20 : es gran don, mucho mas de
lo que yo podre degir.
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After an affirmative clause, half-negatives replace indefinites :

Ln I, 70, 12 : es incomparablemente grandissimo, .. mas mucho * de lo
que ninguno puede ni encarecer ni entender.

Pleonastic no does not occur after de.

The use of lo que as a collective of quantity, equivalent to cuanto,
has been discussed by a number of scholars 2. Older Spanish shows
examples of guanto thus used with de after a comparative : Luc
257, 23 : Del que te alaba mas de quanto es verdat, non te asegures de
te denostar mas de quanto es verdgt; and, after an adjective, 246,
23 : le faria mas mal andante de quanto era 3. Closely related is a
case from Juan de Avila cited by Cuervo (Dicc., II, 646 b) : © Nin-
guno tiene més santidad de cuanto es junto con el Santo de los santos ™.
Similar, also, is the adverbial use of quanto in Ac 61, 12 : tomaron
atrevimiento de ponerse alli no mas dentro en el termino de Espafia de
quanto cabe su hueste. In view of this use of de guanio after com-
paratives in Spanish, it is interesting to note that in Walachian
‘¢ than >’ is regularly expressed by di cut (de cuanto) 4. The quan-
titive force of guanto is obvious. As far as we may judge from the
limited material, its use after a comparative belongs to older Spa-
nish and is dying out in the first half of the sixteenth century.

Lo que may become an exact equivalent of cuanto and therefore
becomes a measure of quantity. This is its force in the group of
examples which has just been presented ; it establishes a quantity
(amount or degree) of the concept in question, as determined by
the clause which follows it. That it does not always acquire such
a quantitive force is evident from examples such as those cited in
I, B, 1-2 (p. 134), e. g. Gm 69, 12 : 10 &y cosa mds averiguada que
lo que este fildsofo dize, where the Jo gue clause is clearly a substan-
tive contrasted with the preceding pronoun cose. Comipare with
this such a sentence as Cc 86, 32 : no creais mas de lo que por vues-
tros ojos veredes, where the comparison is merely between the
¢ amount ” your eyes see and a greater amount.

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‘The distinction between the use of que and de lo que is often a
slight one; it would seem that many of the cases cited in [V, A,
2-3(p. 138) might also have been expressed with de lo gue. In fact,
in one exampie from Santa Teresa (T1 36, 30) both forms appear
in almost parallel phrases *. But there can be no doubt that the
distinction is a real one and that when the clause is introduced by
que the comnparison is essentially between the actions or states
indicated by the two clauses, but when it is introduced by de lo
que, the comparison is merely between an amount or degree of
some concept of the first clause, fixed by the lo que clause, and a
greater amount of the same concept.

In the case of lo que after a comparative adjective : Demanda es
mas dificultosa de lo que pensais, it would be tempting to assume
that the lo que represents an elipsis for lo dificultosa que. But the
use of neuter /o before declined adjectives is late; I have found no
example in the sixteenth century ; Herzog (ZrPh, XXV (1901),
716-17) believes it not earlier than the eighteenth century. There
is however in all probability a relationship between this use of lo
and the use of the predicate neuter pronoun lo, e. g., Up 47, 12 :
nos teneys por libianas ; pues wno lo somos tedas (cf. Bello, 298 ; Hans-
sen, 501), a use which is common throughout the history of Spa-
nish. Paratactically the phrase would be : Demanda es dificultosa ;
Ao pensais que lo es, and hence : mas dificultosa de lo que pensais.

Vockeradt * has called attention to the similar use of guel che
(quello che) in Italian. The examples which he cites are, as in Span-
ish, either after pi or a comparative adjective. In Portuguese,
the parallel do que has so far extended its use as to encroach on

que 3,

B. — AQUELLO QUE.

Lal, 13, 4 : todo ello seria mucho menos no solo de lo que se puede escrivir
en semejantes malerias, sino de aquello que. . . es menester que se escriva.

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Aquello que as a substitute for lo gque is so frequent in the six-
teenth century that its appearauce in this construction calls for no
comment.

C. — Lo -} ADJECTIVE.

Lo is in such cases equivalent to lo que ¢s (era) posible. Hanssen
(700) cites smuis de lo preciso. The construction is not mentioned by
the other authorities on Spanish, but Vockeradt (456, 18) speaks
of the parallel Iralian piit del solito, pith dell’ordinario.

Closely allied to this construction is the use of de with a posses-
sive adjective.before another adjective :

Vd 412, 2 : una e que quicre que sinifique mas de su natural ; Lt 27, 11:
abriome la boca mas de su derecho; Ag I, 149, 12 : con. ... baber cargado
la mano sobre el jarro mds de mi ordinario, dormi soiiando paraisos.

Mi ordinario is here equivalent to lo a mf ordinario or lo que ne
era ordinario and hence fixes the amount and is preceded by de.

IIl. — A masculine or feniinine collective of quantity (e/ que,
la que, etc.).

Up 17, 21 : no me puede venir mas mal del que agora lengo; also 33,26 ;
49, 223 Cc 113, 11 : seria wnecesario mas espacio del que yo al presente
tengo 5 also 138, 21; Lt 35,.30 : poniendole mas diligencia de la que el de
S1y0 tema Lo I, 210, 20 ;gaslala basia no dexarle mas vida de la que es
menester para que se conogca por muer la Acr I 204, 3 2 fing ingtendo wienor
dolor del que sentia, sacé de alli su cuerpo.

This construction is used only to indicate that' the amount of
a substantive concept indicated in the ‘main clause is greater (less)
than the amount of the same concept fixed by the c¢lause with &/
gue ; the comparative expression is mds (adjective) modifying a
noun. As in the case of lo que, el que does not always have a col-
lective force ; it may also méan *‘ the one that” as in Rt 159, 10:
¢ Pues cudl otro mayor que en €l que yo al presente estoy puesta ? The
distinction between the uses of gue and del que is clear. In me haze
Dios con ella mil mercedes y mas bien que yo merezco (Lt 70, 8 ; other
examples in 1V, A, 4, p. 138) the comparison is between “ God’s
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giving ” and ‘‘ my deserving ”; in no me puede venir mas mal del
que agora tengo (Up 17, 21) the comparison is merely between the
amount of ill I now have and a greater amount.

I have noted one example of the use of lo gue after 2 noun modi-
fied by mds : Cc 155, 10 : porque. .. los naturales no hiciesen en ellos
mas daito de lo que en los primeros hicieron. While del que would
seem a more natural form for the expression, the transfer from the
concrete to the neuter collective is an easy one.

Cc 62, 15 : les fice mucho dasio sin recibir dellos m'nguno mas del trabajo
y cansancio del pelear ; also 137, 26 ; Ag 1, 170, 4 $in mas de su antojo,
yo era el dafiador ; also 11, 261, 7. ' -

2. Infinitive :

Tl 99, 33 : con el travajo que an ganado lo que, sin ninguno mas de pre-
guntarlo, me aproveche a mi.

C. — The negative is implied by a conditional clause.

Lt 31, 1 :5si... medesmandara a mas de mi tassa, me costara caro.

Analogous is the use of an indefinite relative clause :

Tl 72, 14 : Y anst lo que fuere mas de degir sinplemente el discurso de mi
vida, forire vuesira merced para si.

Weigert (p. 165) has called attention to a similar use of #{ after
a relative clause which becomes equivalent to a condition.

II. — ADVERBIAL PHRASES.
A. — The negative is expressed.

1. No precedes the verb :
a. The preposition of the phrase precedes mds de :

Cc 57, 25 : ya noiba a mas de verlo ; Tl 25, 7 : no cra obligada a mas de
creerlos; T1 82, 28 : Eslolro aﬂz]zm:mia que 1os damos no sirve de mas de
mqmelur el alma.

In the last example the full form wonld be *“ no sirve de mas de
de inquietar ” ; the simplification of de de to de is like that of que que
10 gue already mentioned. Another method of avoiding the repe-
tition is found in Gm 204, 19 : cuya amistad no sirve de mds de
para ser enemigos de otros, where the second de is replaced by para.
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b. The preposition of the phrase follows mds de :

Gm 177, 13 : el enamorado no puede errar mds de para sola su persona ;
Gm 201, 15 : st la fortuna dissimula con ellos algtin tiempo, no es mas de por
tomarlos de sobresallo ; Lt 51, 22 : no hemos de estar mds de en cumpliendo
el mes 5 Tl 112, 4 : lo que a de ager el alma en los tienpos de esta quietud no
es mas de con suavidad y sin rruydo ; Ag I, 89, 11 : estdbamos en casa canti-
dad de sobrinos, pero ninguno para con ellos mds de a mi de mi madre ; Ag
[, 107, 9 : En sangrias no babia cuenta con vena nui canlidad, mas de a poco
mas o menos ; also I, 1533 163, 283 215, 13.

2. No precedes the phrase :

a. The preposition of the phrase also precedes mds de :

b. The preposition of the phrase precedes mds de and is
repeated after mds de :

c. The proposition of the phrase follows mds de :

Lt 53, 15 : havia dexado su lierra no mas de por no quitar el bonele a un
cavallero. ‘

III. — SUBORDINATE CLAUSES.

A. — Object clauses.

Cc 56, 21 : E que no habian sallado en lierra mas de que habian visto
ciertos pueblos en la ribera del rio (the que in both clauses depends on a
previous e informé) ; Cc 90, 22: no dire mas de que. . . finalmente el dijo
qgue le placia de se ir c*o:imigo ; also 100, 193 110, 22; 137,8; Gm 31, 13:

Gm 216, 8 : vid apedrear a. un sacerdote griego. .. no por mds de que. ..
offrescié un sacrificio delante del pueblo. ' :

The general use of de after a comparative, still found in Rou-
manian and, with limitations, in Italian, was also a characteristic
of Old French and Old Spanish *."As we have already remarked,
the use of the ablative of the comparative was largely restricted,
during the Classic period, to negative propositions and if we may
judge from the examples listed by-the authorities, the use of de
after a comparative in Old French and Old Spanish was more
frequent in negative than in affirmative propositions. The reason
for both these phenomena is clear : if the comparison is denied, it
eliminates all other possibilities with. the exception of the case
indicated after the connective and therefore it sets 2 unique ‘“ point
from which ” the comparison is derived.. The use of the ablative
or of the phrase with de is the natural method of indicating this

relationship.

The examples which have been cited of the use of de after a
negative have all been after mds or menos. The development of
#no... mds de or no... mds que in the sense of ““ not... except” or
““ only > is widespread in Romance 2. For the sixteenth century in
Spain, no... mds de is the normal mode of expression for* only ”.
As has already been pointed out, no. .. mds que is not unknown;
other examples occur in Lope de Rueda : Rt 130, 16 : aguestos vie-
jos no son mas que nifios ; also 112, 3. But the construction is rare
and even in the examples cited from Cervantes by Weigert (p. 188),
no mds que occurs only before de : ¢ acompafiada no-mds que de

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mis criados ”. Similarly, in Luis de Ledn : Ln I, 45, 24 : no fen-
dremos necessidad para con Dios mds que del mismo Dios.

The materials presented offer two examples of #o. .. menos de. But
in general no... menos seems, in this period, to be followed by
que, perhaps from the feeling that no. .. menos is equivalent to mds
and therefore requires gue, as if it were affirmative :

Rt 89, 3 : fe promelo que no me pague esta traicion menos que con la
vida ; also 174, 8 ; Ag I, 118, 12 : no pude menos que con viva cilera
decille : ¢ s vos, hermano, veisme alguna coroza ?°; Ag 185, 14 : ni desem-
para a su campo menos que con la ocasion que tiene ; also 82, 7.

The examples with de indicate the conflict between the two
constructions.

Of particular interest in the constructions with adverbial phrases
and adverbial clauses is the development of the meaning of no. . .
mds de in the sense of ““ s6lo ” to the point that no is placed imme-
diately before mds instead of before the verb *. Further evidence of
the same development is found in the evolution of the position or
the preposition, the texts of the first half of the century showing a
preference for the position before mds, while those of the second
half incline to the position after mds, a practice which had become
almost a rule in Cervantes. No mds de is no longer felt as meaning
““ not more than ”; it has become an inseparable adverb meaning
““ only ”.

Comparative of Inferiority.

The expression for ‘“ than ” after the ‘‘ comparative of inferio-
rity 7 is identical with that used after the ¢* comparative of supe-
riority . A few examples will suffice. It should be remarked that
no menos 1s more common than menos.

Que, before :

I. — SUBSTANTIVES :

Cc 110, 23 : fenia una casa poco menos buena que esta ; Vd 410, 30 : los
olros no menos mentirosos que estos ; also 419, 1.

OTHER EXPRESSIONS FOR ‘¢ THAN ”.

Como :

Gm 66, 10 : que no aya hombre en el mindo que tenga a olro poi mayor
enemigo como es cada uno de st mismo.

Diez (III; 397, Anm. 1; also Lerch, I, 230) has called attention
to the parallel use of com in Provencal and OIld French, pointing
out that it occurs only after negative propositions, which, by their
negation of the comparison, bring the two elements to the same
Jevel. We should now prefer to say that it represents a contamina-
tion of no... mds que and fanfo. .. como, resulting in no...mds
como. Dr Pietsch has noted examples in-the Corvacho (p. 14), and in
Cervantes. Cejador (I, 268) cites an - instance from Cervantes and
Cuervo (Dicc., II, 231 a), examples from Cervantes, Capmany and
Lista. Neither of the latter has pointed out the significance of the
negative in the examples he gives; Cuervo is content to call the
use ¢ incorrecto . It is clearly a sporadic phenomenon common
to all speech. '

Sino :

Rt 56, 26 : que no erd mas sino malar cince lacayos del Conde.

For another example with the negative implied in an interroga-
tion, see the example from Lope de Rueda cited on p. 141. It is
another case of contamination between no... mds de and no. ..
sino, resulting in no. .. mds sino. Weigert (p. 187) gives examples
from Cervantes. -

¢“ Than >’ omitted :

Rt 63, 19 : be mds siele oras que anda hombre como perro raslrero ; Rt 65,
7 : yo desviéme un poco. .. y no mas cuanko doy lavuelta. . . atraviessan o mi
olros dos. :
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The omission of the word for ‘ than” is known in Latin and
the Romance languages *. Both the examples offered here are spo-
ken by Melchior, a stupid servant. His speech may represent a
rustic practice, survival of the primitive Latin usage. The use of
cuanto may be compared with that of Ayora in the example given
on p. I42.

Que after a superlative :

Ag I, 236, 27 : estaba la mas contenta y acariciada de donr Luis que nin-
guno de sus bijos.

This is still another case of contamination of two constructions;
mds contenta que and la mds contenta de are fused in la mds contenta
que. It is fairly common in Old Spanish 2.

The discussion of the use of gue and de after adjectives such as
otro, igual, mismo, etc., must be reserved for another occasion.
