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Abstract

The aim of this article is to offer an inventorytbe Supine prepositions in
Romanian, underlining their values in different eptis. Owing to the fact that the
prepositionde is considered the marker of the Supine and is anthe most
frequently employed, we wish to stress its diststetus from one case to another
(morpheme, preposition, postposition, thematizEgtther on, we are going to
describe other prepositions: the simple udits dupz, n, la, pe pentry prin, the
compound prepositiorde la pe la pani la, pe lang: and the prepositional phrases
Thainte deandin afari de We shall discuss their behavior depending on the
context and to this purpose we shall use Romaitinaty texts.

Comparing the types of contexts given, we can edtiatde behaves
differently in each of them. We cannot state, astefrom the very
beginning, thatleis a preposition all-over. Only in examples likeabd c. it
does have this status, though there are differecmaserning the existence
or inexistence of a syntactic government, distvaiues being implied in
the other three cases.

De, just like a of the Infinitive, “cumulates a double role:
syntactically, it specializes itself for the attewdnt to the head of a non-
finite verbal form, either the Supine or the Infimé; morphologically, it
specializes itself for marking the Supine, distishing it from the
homonymous form of the Participle, respectively fararking the
Infinitive” ** (Pari Dindelegan, 2003: 206). The value it was granted i
therefore aconnective onespecialized for the non-finite form of the Supine
(Para Dindelegan, 2003: 206).

Speaking of Romance complementization, Alexandriculdscu

characteristic of [non-finite] to the POD velB(1978: 256).

Instead of infinitival Romance sentences, “constoms with the POD
verb in the Participle” (“Supine™jleveloped:V o de W, — continug sfarsi,
terming cauta, incetg uita, which have a certain spread in the Balkans”
(Niculescu, 1978: 268-269).

Alexandru Tga considersde a Supine marker, grepositional
morphemethe same treatment being applied to units liékegentry dupz
(1983: 216); Gh.

G.G. Neanu, commenting on the values of the prepositionsiotw
with the invariable Participle, suggests two vatsaof interpretation: a)
morpheme; b) preposition. In order to unify theteggs he chooses the

So de is the Supine morpheme when the non-finite verfioam
discharges the functions of Subject and Direct €ibjeis not a preposition,
neither governed by the verb, nor endowed withadwerbial meaning.

In the fourth phrase mentioned, the consecutiveargup
modifies an adjective, the entire meaning being thiaa superlative:

The expression of the consecutive Supine is limited some
structures, beingrare and emphaticand occurring in hyperbolic
constructions “am hiut la ap de speriat?’ (lordan, Robu, 1978: 674).

Still, we consider thigle can no longer be considered a preposition,
since it occurs after the dependent term and igradi to it.

In the last type of contexts witthe representative for the pattern of
strong thematization/topicalizatipits compulsory occurrence is not related
to the form of the Supine, but to its role ake€matizer the preposition
being retained outside the construction with thpiseias well, irrespective
of the type of predication thematized.

The thematized structure admits any Supine, irnaspme of the
originating verb; the Supine cannot be negatedgm fer its loss of verbal
status, approaching by paraphrase to prepositmradtructions introduced
by other thematizergat desprein privinga, in ce privete, cat privete.

Sometimesdin may develop a temporal meaning, the Supine being
equivalent to a subordinate clause in which theads simultaneous with
that expressed by the head verb:

The verbal features arestipnable in the last
example, as the Supine doesn’t govern a non-prmuaei Accusative (even
if there is an Adverbial Modifier of Place, the $upcan be interpreted as
denoting theactivity, but theactionis not excluded either: ,n afaci st la
televizor toai ziua, nu face nimic”, the more so as another Supiay have
a Direct Object: In afarg de pierdutimpul, nu face mare lucru.”).

Having exemplified all the contexts of usage fore tiSupine
prepositions, we can conclude that discussing tkelues (morpheme,
preposition governed by the verbal/adjectival hgadposition carrying an
adverbial meaning, preposition functioning as catore within a noun
phrase, postposition and thematizer) is importastt reveals the syntactic
patterns of this non-finite verbal form. In manyrRanian grammars, the
Supine is briefly described, the same examplesgbemployed (with slight
exceptions) and not assigning an equal importaacaltunits considered
prepositions.
